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CABLES

The underlying concept here involves tensioned cables running

between the upper and lower structure. The glass is

suspended from these by clamps. As well as the weight of the

glass, the cables must also transfer the wind loading to the

surrounding structure. This is made possible by the flexing of

the cable. This flexing also gives rise to the structural depth

required for the transfer of the wind loading. The same idea is

exploited by tightrope walkers.

The cables in the facade must be carefully pre-tensioned to

prevent them deflecting too far in strong winds.
